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What is PRIME?

PRIME is a three-year project funded by the California Mathematics/Science Partnership Program. 

PRIME is a partnership between SFUSD and the San Francisco State University Mathematics and Education Departments, 

and the Lawrence Hall of Science 

Bay Area Math Project. 

What are the goals of PRIME?

· To improve student achievement in mathematics through professional development for grade 4 and 5 teachers

· To deepen the mathematics content knowledge and mathematics teaching skills of teachers in order to lead to student mastery of mathematics concepts, skills and problem solving 

· To create and sustain professional learning communities of teachers that focus on collaboration and reflection on teaching practice

What is the professional development focus 

of PRIME?

· Deepening teachers’ understanding of number systems, rational numbers, and algebraic thinking

· Modeling the use of pedagogical strategies that promote mathematics understanding, such as:

· Multiple representations and models (manipulatives, diagrams, equations, oral and written explanations, word problems)
· Questioning strategies that promote concept-development
· Problem solving approaches
· Varied assessment strategies (observation, interviews, student writing, open-ended questions)
· Encouraging the use of strategies to address the learning needs of all students:

· Strategies to differentiate mathematics instruction
· Approaches to teaching ELL and low-performing students

What is the role of the PRIME Coach?

· Visit your classroom at least once a month 

· Observe and support your teaching of the Everyday Mathematics program

· Provide individualized feedback and support

· Model demonstration lessons using Everyday Mathematics

· Assist in planning effective mathematics lessons

What is the purpose of site collaborative grade level meetings?

· To plan Everyday Mathematics lessons together

· To integrate strategies demonstrated at PRIME workshops into the lessons 

· To plan, analyze, and use the results of assessments, including the SFUSD Mathematics Assessments

What are each teacher’s 

commitments to PRIME?

· Attend and participate in all 85 hours of PRIME workshops and activities

· Set visit times with the PRIME coach, and work with the coach to effectively teach lessons

· Meet collaboratively with your grade level colleagues at school

· Complete project surveys and assessments designed to measure the growth of teachers and students in PRIME
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
