PRIME2 site collaborative mathematics grade level meetings

Each PRIME2 teacher must participate in 8 hours of grade level mathematics planning meetings over the year. Each meeting should be documented using the “PRIME2 Grade Level Meeting Documentation Sheet,” one sheet per site.  Your PRIME2 Coach will collect these sheets regularly.

Purpose of the PRIME2 grade level meetings

· To plan Everyday Mathematics lessons together

· To integrate strategies demonstrated at PRIME2 workshops into math lessons 

· To plan for differentiating math instruction and for promoting mathematical discourse

· To analyze student work and the results of a variety of assessments, including the SFUSD Mathematics MAP Assessments; to plan next steps

Choose a focus for PRIME2 mathematics grade level meetings

In your site group, choose at least one focus that you will regularly integrate into your planning of Everyday Mathematics lessons. Examples of a focus are:

•Use of manipulatives


How will you introduce and use the manipulative with students?


What, if any, pre-activities will you do?


How will you observe and assess the results of using the manipulative?


What classroom management strategies will you use?

• Use of differentiation strategies


How will you set up the lesson so that the activities are differentiated?


What differentiated activities will you provide?


How will you use different groupings of students to differentiate?

• Use of questioning strategies

What “good” questions will you ask for each part of the lesson to promote higher level thinking, problem solving, and conceptual understanding?

• Having students communicate their mathematical thinking

How will you have students communicate their mathematical thinking in oral and written language?
