1. A fence is 51 meters long.  It surrounds a rectangular region whose length is twice its width.  What are the dimensions of the region?

2. A man purchases some 2-cent and some 15-cent stamps at the same time. He pays $1.56 for all the stamps. There are 10 more 2-cent stamps than 15-cent stamps. How many of each kind did he buy?

3. The average of 10 students' test scores was 69. Three students scored 80, 60 and 40, respectively. Three students scored 90 and two students scored 50. The other two students received the same score. What were their scores?

4. The first number is four more than two times the second number. The sum of the two numbers is ninety-seven. Find the numbers.

5. A bus and a car leave the same place and traveled in opposite directions. If the bus is traveling at 50 mph and the car is traveling at 55 mph, in how many hours will they be 210 miles apart?
