3. It takes Fontella 4 hours to put up paneling in a room.  Omar takes 5 hours to do the same job.  How long would it take them working together, to panel the room?

4. The coffee beans from 14 trees are needed to produce 7.7 kg of coffee.  (This is the average amount that each person in the United States consumes each year.)  How many trees are needed to produce 308 kg of coffee?

5. (Challenging problem)  Rosia, Ng and Oscar can write a computer program in 3 days.  Rosina can write the program in 8 days and Ng can do it in 10 days.  How many days will it take Oscar to write the program?
